Once you have been enrolled in
a Medicare Plan, you can only make changes during the Annual Enrollment Period (AEP). Please be aware of
the AEP dates are now October 15™ to December 7. This will give you a January 15t effective date for your
new plan.

Annual Enroliment Period (AEP)

Applications must be signed and dated on, or between October 15" and December 7%". /f they are signed
prior to October 157 they will be returned to you with a new application. If they are received after December
7t you will not be able to change plans until the next AEP for January of the following year.

Special Enrollment Period (SEP)

There are a number of reasons for Special Enrollments; Loss of a job that provides benefits, death of a spouse
who's plan provided benefits, moving to an area where your old plan is not available, etc...

Primary Care Provider (PCP): A PCP is important to help coordinate your care. We require you
to select a PCP. When you enroll, we’ll ask who your PCP is. If you don’t tell us, we’ll assign one to
you. You can change your PCP anytime by calling us or logging into your member portal.
Referrals: Aetna Medicare Sound Advantage (HMO-POS) doesn’t require a referral from a PCP
to see a specialist. Keep in mind, some providers may require a recommendation or treatment
plan from your provider in order to see you.

Effect on Current Coverage. If you are currently enrolled in a Medicare Advantage plan, your
current Medicare Advantage healthcare coverage will end once your new Medicare Advantage
coverage starts. If you have Tricare, your coverage may be affected once your new Medicare
Advantage coverage starts. Please contact Tricare for more information. If you have a Medigap
plan, once your Medicare Advantage coverage starts, you may want to drop your Medigap
policy because you will be paying for coverage you cannot use.

You must continue to pay your Medicare Part B premium. This premium is normally taken out of
your Social Security check each month.

Benefits, premiums and/or copayments/co-insurance may change on January 1, 2026.

Our plan allows you to see providers outside of our network (non-contracted providers).
However, while we will pay for certain covered services, the provider must agree to treat you.
Except in an emergency or urgent situation, non-contracted providers may deny care.
